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I. Course Description:

Students grades 9-12 are welcome to take this semester-long course. Students will leave this class with a broader knowledge of the history of Musical Theatre and Musical Theatre composers, the ability to perform Musical Theatre literature in front of their peers, a binder filled with applicable audition material, the ability to critique performances and hopefully, a love and respect of live theater.  Through the knowledge and experience gained in this course, students should develop an appreciation for the art of Musical Theatre which will enrich their experience in other art forms and in their daily lives.

II. Required Text & Materials

· A three-ring binder

· Clear, plastic three-ring paper covers to hold your sheet music

· Lined paper and a pencil

· Small tape recorder and cassette tape (optional)

III. Grading Policy

Attendance and Class Participation- 75%

Written tests and/or papers- 25%

*There will be a final project in which pairs of students put together a presentation on a Broadway composer/lyricist, director, choreographer, actor/actress, or a Broadway theme.  This will count as their final exam.

IV. Late-Work & Make-up Policy

Students are expected to work on their songs in class on the assigned day.  If a student is absent on his/her performance day, then the student will work on his/her song the day they get back to school.  If a student misses the final project at the end of the semester and was unable to switch the date with their group, he/she will have to write a 4-6 page paper on the same topic as their presentation as their final exam.

V. Class Participation

It is almost impossible to NOT participate in this class.  All students will be working on musical numbers and musical scenes either individually or with a scene partner and getting feedback on them in class.
